It provides 

a framework for measuring the performance of an economy over a period of time, usually a year. 

The following are the main components of National Income Accounting 

1. Gross Domestic Product (GDP): GDP measures the total value of goods and services 

produced within a country's borders in a given period of time. It includes all final goods and 

services, but excludes intermediate goods and services. 

2. Gross National Product (GNP): GNP measures the total value of goods and services 

produced by a country's residents, whether within the country or abroad, in a given period 

of time. It includes income earned by residents abroad and excludes income earned by 

foreigners within the country. 

3. Net National Product (NNP): NNP is calculated by subtracting depreciation from 

GNP. Depreciation is the loss of value of capital goods due to wear and tear, 

obsolescence, or accidents. 

4. National Income (NI): National Income is the sum of all incomes earned by factors of 

production in a given period of time. It includes wages and salaries, rents, interest, and 

profits. 

5. Personal Income (PI): Personal Income is the income received by individuals before taxes 
and other deductions. It includes wages and salaries, rents, interest, dividends, and transfer 
payments.
